| thought I'd elaborate a bit on the card effedid at the November meeting. You'll remember sev-
eral people shuffled the deck up and Don Kenneyt @ei eight piles of cards (Thanks for the help,
Don!) The top cards of each pile were turned upetceal a mix of random cards, yet all of my
“lucky” cards that were in full view the whole tinmatched all the random cards.

| then turned my cards over and they all had Pisstittached spelling out a message!

That presentation was a modified and more elaba@teion of how it was originally shown to me
(you know how I like to tweak things!) The origlredfect did NOT have the message part at the end;
only the matching “lucky” cards part, which adnieis pretty powerful on its own.

My version involves not only figuring out how togsset the order of the load cards so they would be
dealt by Don in the proper order, but also stealimage cards from my pocket while the other packets
are being shuffled and then loading them on theoboof the deck as Wendy handed it to me. (I was
a little nervous about this part: one, becaused! tever tried that move in performance before, and
two, | was sure Wendy would notice as she handediétk to me that it was light eight cards! But |
got away with it!)

Anyway, it worked just as well as | could have hdder, and I'll be more than happy to sit down
with anyone who wants to learn this message versibich can obviously be used for a wide variety
of occasions.

But there IS an easy way to accomplish just thechmag) card part, which again is how | originally
learned it. My modified version specifically useht piles as it was the only way to get the cards
into the proper order for the reveal. YOU can asdew or as many piles and lucky/prediction cards
as you like. Just make sure the spectator dealSAME amount of piles as cards you want to match
(I think matching 6-9 cards is a pretty powerfidgay of your psychic/lucky powers!)

Here’s the easy way to do this trick: assemblectrels you want to end up on top of the piles ato
small packet. Place a small pencil dot on the eoaf the top card of the packet so you can see it.
(No one will notice). Place this packet of cardsthbe BOTTOM of the deck. Put your “lucky”
matching cards to the side in full view (face dowanjl you're set.
